Important New Adoption Facts


The health of feline/kitty colds: 
AK Krazy Kats does its best to disclose any information about any feline being adopted, but cannot guarantee any cat is free of health issues. Any adopter must accept that they are taking into their care a living creature. Adopters should always take their new pet to the vet for a checkup. It is not uncommon for a feline to develop an upper respiratory infection (Kitty Cold) shortly after being adopted. AK Krazy Kats would like to know about any issues that may arise to assist the adopter in further action. We are not a veterinary hospital, and unable to legally provide extensive veterinary services. 

Behavior Changes:
Behavior changes in the future (litterbox, hiding, etc.) may indicate a health issue. Stress can bring out litterbox issues. Initially, confining to a feline to one room is best because it keeps the feline close to its litterbox, reinforcing good litterbox habits.

Unwanted behavior such as scratching furniture:
There are many types of sticky tapes that are available for furniture. Making sure you have adequate scratch posts, and boards for felines is a must.
